Course description: The fourth grade math program balances computational skill,
conceptual understanding and problem solving, while introducing pre-algebra and
algebraic concepts. Through repetition, and memorization of math facts, and fluency in
computation the students learn to use mathematics in real life situations.

Course content: Throughout the series, emphasis is placed on the development of
mathematical concepts and their applications, as well as on proficiency in problem
solving, mathematical reasoning and higher order thinking. To facilitate this, the series
included the following:

The student will:

e Add, subtract, and order whole numbers
« Memorize multiplication and division facts through 12

Number and Operations

e Compare decimals in tenths and hundredths using money

« Solve word problems involving addition and subtraction of fractions with like
denominators

e Multiply a fraction by a whole number

e Solve word problems involving multiplication of a fraction by a whole number

Geometry

« ldentify geometric figures on a plain

o Identify parallel, perpendicular, and intersecting lines
o Identify rays

o Identify two and three dimensional geometric shapes
o Calculate area, perimeter

e Measure volume by counting cubic units

« Classify angles as right, acute or obtuse

e Measure angles

e Analyze shapes of symmetry



Measurement and Data

e Represent and interpret data

e Solve problems involving addition and subtraction of fractions by using
measurement data in line plots

e Make a line plot to display measurements involving halves, fourths, and
eighths of a unit

Estimation

e Round numbers up to the hundred thousand place value
e Use various strategies to estimate numbers
e Write and solve multi-step word problems involving estimation

Algebra

o Use the properties of addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division in
computation

« Recognize that a whole number is a multiple of each of its factors

« Create and extend patterns that follow a given rule
